COMMUNITY PRESERVATION COMMITTEE

To the Honorable Board of Selectmen and the Residents of Chilmark:

During 2006 the Committee held ten meetings to consider, develop plans and execute projects in the areas of Affordable Housing, Historic Preservation and Open Space Preservation.  We were pleased to receive $141,078 from the Commonwealth in matching funds for fiscal year 2006.  Thus far the state has matched 100 percent of all collected Community Preservation Act (CPA) tax revenues. 

The Committee sadly accepted John Flender’s resignation from the Committee.  John had been a member since the Town adopted the Community Preservation Act in 2001.  Andy Goldman was appointed as the Committee’s Chairman and we look forward to his leadership.  We also welcomed two new members -- Russell Maloney and Janet Weidner representing the Conservation Commission and Planning Board respectively.  

This year we made great strides and successfully executed several Community Preservation projects – with voter approval.   The following briefly describes the activities:

1. A Town Warrant Article was approved by voters at the April 2006 Annual Town Meeting to continue funding the current Rental Assistance Subsidy program.

2. Town voters approved an additional $15,005 appropriation to restore additional sections of historic stone walls along the major public ways leading to Town center.

3. At the September 2006 Special Town Meeting voters appropriated $10,000 to restore and preserve some of the Town’s vital historic records and an additional $37,500 to replace the windows and doors on the Chilmark Community Center that recently celebrated its 50th anniversary.

In the coming year we look forward to working with the other town boards and committees to help break ground for the important Middle Line Road Community Housing Program.  Town voters have already appropriated $212,000 of CPA funds for engineering, legal and site work.
