The expansion of the Abel’s Hill Cemetery has been completed and an additional fifty-six lots are now available.  With the remaining unsold twenty-two full lots and ten half lots in the area next to South road, the supply should now satisfy the need for the next six or seven years. 

There remains an additional cleared, but undeveloped triangular area to the west of the newly completed section where seventy or eighty more lots could be added.   

The clearing of the southeast corner of the cemetery adjacent to South Road, now covered primarily with scrub pine growth, will begin soon.  The existing small cedar trees will be kept, as will a few of the larger pines.  This area will eventually provide an additional twenty five lots.

Although at the current rate of use the total number of lots that could be developed from the Abel’s Hill Cemetery will be adequate for approximately fifteen years, now is the time to plan for the future, both in terms of making use of the existing area and in terms of finding land for future expansion.  

As in the past, the Commissioners would like to express their appreciation for Meg Orlando's efforts in maintaining the records and for Basil Welch's work in keeping the Cemetery in good condition.
