The Board regretfully accepted the resignation of Rodney Bunker, a long-time Board member who has given many years of dedicated service.  Thank you again Rodney for your insightful contributions to the Board and Town.  The Selectmen appointed Wendy Weldon from alternate to a full-voting member after over five years of hard work and dedication.  And to take Wendy’s place as alternate Board member we welcomed Allison Burger who will bring her fresh ideas and opinions to our decisions. 

The Zoning Board of Appeals saw a significant drop in the number of applications filed for a Special Permit.  It received 14 petitions in 2008 versus 30 in 2007 and 34 in 2006.    The Board diligently reviews every application to make sure all projects meet the Zoning By-Law specifications that have been approved by Chilmark voters.  Before a Special Permit is voted by the Board, the applicants may need to continue their hearing many times while they revise their plan, a process that can span several months.  The types of petitions and the decisions of the closed cases are shown below.
