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 Chilmark Police Department Joins National Buckle Up Campaign
Enforcement Blitz ‘Buckling Down’ On Those Not Buckled Up 
During July 23-30, 2009 Click It or Ticket Mobilization
 
CHILMARK, MA - More than 30 percent of Massachusetts drivers still fail to buckle up according to the Executive Office of Public Safety and Security (EOPSS). In their continued effort to increase seat belt use, the Chilmark Police Department joins over 230 other Massachusetts police departments and the Massachusetts State Police in support of the Summer Enforcement Blitz 2009 Click It or Ticket Mobilization. This statewide effort runs July 23 through July 30 and combines extra high visibility traffic enforcement, public information, and community outreach to reduce motor vehicle-related fatalities, injuries and economic loss.  

 

For the Summer Click It or Ticket Mobilization, the EOPSS has provided $994,000 in federal highway safety funds.  Since its first Click It or Ticket Mobilization in 2002, Massachusetts has seen its seat belt use increase 16% to 67% in 2008.  However, Massachusetts still lags behind the 2008 national seat belt use rate of 83%, and has the lowest belt use in the country. 

 

During this mobilization, the Massachusetts State Police and local police departments will encourage compliance with the state seat belt laws across the Commonwealth. For more information, go to www.mass.gov/highwaysafety.

 

Chief Brian Cioffi, of the Chilmark Police Department is teaming up with the Menemsha Texaco Station to offer a special reward to child passengers who are found to be properly seat belted and using age appropriate child restraining devices. During the July 23-30, 2009 Click It or Ticket Blitz if the child passengers are found to be using car seats and safety belts a Chilmark Police officer will give them a coupon which can be redeemed at the Menemsha Texaco Station for an ice cream or Popsicle. These coupons will only be given out by Chilmark Police Officers during this week long safety campaign, July 23- 30, 2009.
