Recommendation of Proposal to Selectmen
UpIsland — December 9, 2008 — Tonight the Up Island DAS Committee, created by the Selectmen of the Towns of Aquinnah, Chilmark and West Tisbury, recommended American Tower Corporation as the responsive and responsible proposer with the most advantageous proposal to install a Distributed Antenna System to the Boards of Selectmen.  
This Distributed Antenna System would provide extensive cell phone & wireless coverage to the Up Island towns using utility-pole mounted antennae and control boxes.  The system would be “vendor neutral” allowing any wireless service provider to collocate on the system.  
The proposal calls for American Tower Corporation to proceed with design and permitting in the next 30 days, to pay for “make-ready” improvements to the utility infrastructure over the next six months, and then to proceed with the construction of a fiber optic network and the installation of approximately 25 nodes (antenna sites) Up Island, once the first wireless service provider signs on.
The towns will be receiving one-time upfront payments from American Tower for the first three cellular/PCS tenants, revenue sharing of monthly rents, and the free use of fiber optic cable for future public uses.
