The Chilmark Board of Selectmen today announced that it had executed an agreement, subject to Town Meeting approval, to purchase a lot from Beverly Gillis Jaksa on Tabor House Road for $275,000.  This purchase will allow a new entrance to be created for Middle Line Road from Tabor House Road, as requested by the Martha’s Vineyard Commission and the Chilmark Planning Board before they approve the proposed Middle Line Road affordable housing subdivision.

In a related but separate action, the Selectmen voted to acquire, if possible, subject to Town Meeting approval, an adjacent lot owned by the Jenkinson and Emin families over which the Middle Line Road currently travels to the exit on Tabor House Road.  As part of this action, the Selectmen will seek approval to reroute existing rights of vehicular traffic over this lot, and replace such rights with easements over the Jaksa lot where it is planned to have the new vehicular entrance from Tabor House Road.

In addition to facilitating approval of the Middle Line Road housing subdivision, the acquisition of these two lots will assure that there will be a green buffer between Tabor House Road and the capped landfill beyond.  It will also permit a walking trail which would join Holman Road/Middle Line Road and the road to Peaked Hill, parallel to Tabor House Road.

The Selectmen will call a Special Town Meeting within 60 days to consider these transactions.
