The meeting convened at 3:30 pm All trustees were present as well as the library director and assistant director.
The minutes of the last meeting  were approved as written.
Art:Kathleen Cameron will hang children’s show on Tuesday. The schedule for 2007 is now complete.
Bldg.&Grds.:The extent of rot on the children’s room windows will determine whether to repair or replace them.
Estimate from John Maloney to re-set Chilmark Library stone is “$292.50.
Memorial for Marvin Joslow will be discussed in the spring..
Preservation of Chilmark Historical Commission archives in a locked glass-front case at the library  was discussed.
Programs: Will continue with chef series, movies, crossword puzzle contest
The director announced that all Island libraries will participate in sustainable book discussion sponsored by Felix Neck and the Vineyard Connservation Society, which has set up a blog.
The MVLA will not participate this year in the One Book One Island program. We plan no special programs but will have the books for those who want them.
Old business: On-going problems with the furnace have been attributed to faulty installation in the first place. Danny Mayhew has been fixing it.
Finance: Number of funds has decreased. Origin of  Margaret King fund  is still being sought.
Correspondence: Henry and Carol Goldberg wrote a “nice letter” and sent a check for $1000.
Friends: $16,400 has been received in response to ’06 letter. It is hoped the ’07 letter will go out earlier in the spring this year.
Director’s report: Staff will take workshops on graphic novel in order to form a teen group on the subject.
Quest will begin in March. All up-Island libraries will hold educational  scavenger hunts for young adults. Each library will plan one.
Nan Doty’s movement group meets every Thursday late afternoon/evening in the meeting room.
Community center summer program official, Sueellen Lazarus, has informed us that they will have a book fest this summer on a Saturday in August. Ms. Hierta will write her a letter explaining why we cannot participate on a Saturday.
Ms. Hierta has proposed letting new books circulate for two weeks instead of only one week and also eliminating the 15-item check out limit.  It is simpler for families with several children to take out materials on one card rather than  for each family member to have separate cards. Trustees unanimously okayed the proposal.
In response to a request from the director, trustees unanimously authorized the director to attend the American Library Association meetomg in Washington, D.C. for two days in June.
