CHILMARK MOORING ASSIGNMENT COMMITTEE MEETING MINUTES – 20071029 

PRESENT:   Dennis Jason, Alex Preston, Frank Fenner, Richard Steves

ALSO PRESENT FOR ALL OR PART OF THE MEETING:   Virginia Jones, Susan Murphy

Dennis opened the meeting at 0830 and asked for approval of the minutes of August 6, 2007.   Minutes were approved.

OLD BUSINESS:

Discussion of the additional discretionary moorings that were issued to Howard Wall, Gary Stuber, Glen Holmes, Edward Rabe and Charlie Furlong.   Howard Wall has had health issues and asked for a one year grace period.   Furlong, Rabe and Holmes all responded in some fashion and were appreciative of the opportunity.   Gary Stuber did not respond.

Others have asked for a year’s grace:  Christensen and Renehan.   Steves mooring went in late (he is on Ian’s discrepancy list).

CWR & R:  Dennis:   In line with the wish for a kinder, gentler Chilmark, the following should be a policy decision rather than in the CWR & R:   The HM shall have the discretion to send a registered letter during the 2 weeks following 15 January to laggard respondents.  Delinquent mooring and slip applications will be granted two weeks from the date the registered letter was mailed for a response.  If no response is received during those two weeks, the permits/leases/waiting list place will be reassigned.

LETTER:  Copies of a draft revision to the mooring and slip cover letters were handed out.  Alex suggested separating the mooring and waiting list information.   Frank concurred.   Ginny is to simplify and revise the letter and circulate it for review and possible revision.

DECALS/STICKER:   With reference to the CW R & R:   Frank is concerned that we are missing an opportunity to interact with applicants in a managerial capacity if folks don’t come in for decals.   Dennis is concerned about keeping decals in shack.   Alex wants to insure that all the ground tackle is inspected annually.   Dennis commented that he inspects between 50 and 60% of the moorings and talks to others.   He knows the permit holders who are conscientious and careful and those whose seamanship skills are suspect.

CWR & R:

Frank is concerned about the commercial mooring definition as he wants to plug loopholes would allow future businesses to set up thus exposing the Town to more 
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liability.   Frank:  noted that it is illegal to use town resources for personal gain.  Dennis:  misappropriation of the Town resources may open Town up to problems with the IG/AG.   Alex:   The two current businesses provide a service for folks who cannot or don’t wish to provide and set their own ground tackle.    

At this point Susan Murphy arrived.   Dennis and Frank explained the concern to her.   Basically the two businesses are not designated as grandfathered and there is no limit set on the mooring/marine businesses.    She replied that she and Lynn are in the process of getting federal permits and doesn’t wish the Town to jump into something…”if it ain’t broke, don’t fix it.”

Frank reiterated that he is concerned about expansion and wishes to limit the mooring business to currently existing businesses.

A meeting was set for November 5, 2007 at 0830 to discuss what to do about the names on the mooring discrepancy list.
