Meeting Minutes                                  

Chairman Warren Doty called meeting to order at 7:32 p.m. in the Selectmen's Meeting Room.

Approval of Selectmen Minutes from May 4, 2010, :
 Mr. Fenner moved to approve Minutes as written. Mr. Mayhew seconded.  SO VOTED: 3 Ayes.  The minutes of May 18th were postponed.              

Public Hearing: 

The public hearing was opened by Chairman Doty at 7:35 PM for the Inn Keeper and Common Victualler License request of Mr. Dennis Barquinero, the General Manager of the Homeport restaurant, Beach Plum Inn, and Menemsha Inn.

Mr. Barquinero stated there will be no changes to the properties in his care. He did say that in order to get the most return from their investment, he would like to have the Homeport Back Door service hours extended to lunch hours 7 days a week. 

Mr. Fenner spoke of his concerns that the Homeport was increasing its hours of operation almost 100% since last year.  In Bob Nixon’s presentation to the Town Meeting (approximately 1+1/2 years ago) he stated his desire to operate the restaurant as his predecessor had. This would not be the case with the addition of operational hours.  Last year saw an increase of about 30% over the prior year. Mr. Fenner would like to make sure a pattern is not established for the future to expand the non-conforming use.

Mr. Mayhew said that the Homeport had operated with a lunch menu in years past and that for the last 12 years or so Mr. Holtham had been cutting back the hours of operation as a quality of life for himself.

Mr. Barquinero assured the Selectmen that the parking lot spaces will still be available to beach goers and shoppers until 4 p.m. each day, as was the agreement with the town in the past.
Public comment: Chief David Norton reported that the Menemsha Inn has had a Safety Inspection. The Beach Plum Inn still needs to have this inspection.  At 7:47 p.m. Mr. Doty closed public hearing.

At this time Mr. Fenner stated he would be abstaining from voting because he owns a food establishment in Menemsha.

Mr. Mayhew moved to grant a 2010 Inn Keeper license and  Common Victualler license to Dennis Barquinero as the General Manager of Homeport restaurant, Beach Plum Inn and Menemsha Inn. Mr. Doty seconded. SO VOTED: 2 Ayes/1 abstain (Fenner). 

Fire & Harbor:


Mobile Marine Fuel Permit proposed by Jay McMann of Island Fuel, Inc.

Mr. Jay McMann spoke of his plan to offer less expensive fuel to the commercial fishing boats directly from his delivery truck. He mentioned conditions that other towns have enforced.

Mr Fenner and Mr. Mayhew both expressed concerns about the traffic safety issues. 

Marshall Carroll spoke of competition being a good thing but that he was not in favor of this proposal and he would like to offer fuel to these fishing boats and would be interested in their business.  Mr. Andy Goldman on behalf of the Park and Recreation Committee and as its chairman strongly urged the Selectmen to reject proposal.

Jane Slater commented it would unnecessarily add to traffic and noise level.  It was the consensus of the Selectmen not to support this proposal and so informed the Fire Chief.

Harbor:

Mr. Fenner moved to approve appointments. Mr. Mayhew seconded. SO VOTED: 3 Ayes

Beach: 
Lucy Vincent Cliff Modification.

Ms. Kristen Maloney Chairperson of the Beach Committee spoke of the Committee’s concerns of the cliff falling down at Lucy Vincent Beach. The safety of beach goers is a real concern.  She Spoke to John Keene to see if he could move rocks and pull down the slab that looks to be the next to fall.

Mr. Doty recommended this be addressed to the Conservation Committee at this time.  Chairman of the Conservation Commission Mr. Richard Steves said the coastal banks are to be protected, but safety concerns are a priority.

Martina Mastromonaco said she worries that people picking through the area will get hurt and her rescuers won't be able to reach them. She recommends more staff for guarding the beach. Mr. Doty suggested that the Beach committee hear her staffing requests.

Mr. Mayhew stated that we can't change Mother Nature and that the cliff will come down nature’s way, and to work with the Conservation Committee on this issue. Mr. Steves will put this on tomorrows Conservation Committee Agenda to have a site visit. 

Chief Norton is working with neighbors for emergency access permits in writing to the South Shore.

Chief Cioff stated that the Police and Emergency personnel need to have access and that he will join the Conservation Commission site visit.

Ambulance:

Tri Town Ambulance Committee requests appointment of Robert A. Bellinger Jr. as Ambulance Chief.

Mr. Mayhew moved to appoint Robert Bellinger as Ambulance Chief. Mr. Fenner seconded. SO VOTED: 3 Ayes

Cable TV: 

At this time Mr. Tim Carroll spoke of the Cable contracts expiring by next June 2011. Mr. Doty supported MVTV and their coverage of town Selectmen Meetings and the like. Com Cast gives MVTV 5% of its subscriber’s fees. Mr. Carroll said there will be public hearings this summer.

DAS Update:

American Tower did not have a singed contract at the time of meeting. We will proceed with the standard procedure in moving forward with this project.
Selectmen's Requests:


Mr. Fenner asked Seth Karlinsky to look into pricing of showers at the Comfort Station. It was decided that Mr. Karlinsky and Mr. Fenner will come up with a solution on pricing the showers around $1.00 for 3 minutes.


Helen Parker wrote to the Selectmen requesting them to draft a letter opposing a Mass. House bill. Mr. Doty would like more information on the subject. Mr. Goldman stated that Tim Madden opposes this Bill.

MLR Ground Leases:


Mr. Ron Rappaport reported on two versions of Ground Leases. 1.) The first version wipes out permanent restriction with foreclosure  2.)The second does not wipe out the permanent restrictions and does not comply with Fannie Mae regulations for loans. Followed a discussion that will be postponed till Special Meeting scheduled for 6/4/10 Friday at 8:00 a.m. Mr. Mayhew moved. Mr. Fenner seconded. SO VOTED: 3 Ayes
