Description of the proposed development:  Build a new, 6-bedroom, 7183 sq. ft. single-family residence on a 4.14-acre parcel.  The footprint of the home is 6187 sq. ft.  The maximum roof ridge height is 18 feet above mean natural grade.  The outdoor lighting is described as “dark-sky” lighting.  The driveway will be pea stone with bluestone or brick walkways set in stone dust.  Landscaping has not yet been determined but will be native species.  The installed septic system will need to be de-designed as the leach field is in the building envelope.  All activity is outside the Conservation Commission’s 100-foot buffer zones.

Findings and recommendations:   The project design fulfills the obligations of the regulations of the District.  The Site Review Committee strongly urges the elimination of the cupolas with windows as they exceed the 18-foot height limit for the District.  The Committee also recommends a minimal landscape plan with no irrigation systems to preserve the natural character of the District and water use.  Use of fertilizers etc. are prohibited in the District.  Careful attention should be given to night sky light pollution from indoor light sources.  The Committee also urges the applicant to have supplemental alternative energy production to reduce the amount of fossil fuel needed to run the home’s operating systems and utilities.  The applicant will need to meet with the Board of Health and obtain a building permit.
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
