Hi Chuck,

Squibnocket Road was laid out and taken with article 8 of the annual town meeting of March 14, 1910.  Somehow that became lost or something because in February of 1924 the Town of Chilmark hired B.T. Hillman to give an opinion to the matter of liability of the town to keep doing repair.  In his report he determines that Squibnocket Road is public by prescription.  The original written layout is at the Town Hall and I think in the registry at Book 160 Page 230 (I only have a partial copy so I’m not sure).  I also have a copy of the title of a plan:  “Layout Plan  SQUIBNOCKET ROAD, CHILMARK, MARTHA’S VINEYARD, September 1, 1927, by Aspinwall & Lincoln, Civil Engineers, 46 Cornhill, Boston, Mass.”  I don’t have a copy of this plan but in theory it should be in the vault at the Town Hall.

That’s the short story,  I hope it is what you need.  Give me a call if you need more.
