



Summary of Proposed Changes to Chilmark Waterway Regulations

The revised text of the Chilmark Waterway Regulations is attached. In addition to reorganization of the regulations, duplications have been eliminated, and a number of definitions have been added. Additions have also been made to clarify procedures for obtaining mooring permits and slips in the harbor. Penalties for violations of the regulations and slip lease rates have been changed. Dockage descriptions have been expanded to reflect changes in the harbor dockage configuration. Most important, the time schedule for mooring permit applications and waiting lists for moorings and slips has been changed to a calendar year, with appropriate changes in the dates by which applications and waiting list letters must be filed with the Harbormaster. A schedule of fees, fines and important dates has been added. It is expected that the new regulations will be strictly enforced to ensure that the Chilmark waterway facilities such as moorings and dockage will be available to the public with a fair balance between those seeking to renew mooring permits and dockage, and those on the waiting lists for these facilities. Those who use Chilmark waterways facilities should read the regulations carefully and mark their calendars with important dates.
