Findings and recommendations:  The Site Review Committee cannot reach a unanimous decision.  Two members expressed concern about noise as it relates to Zoning Bylaw Article 5 Section 5.9.  One member thinks the proposed 149-foot wind turbine is an inappropriate intrusion on abutters.  Another member objects because there are alternative energy production methods which are less intrusive and have less potential for commercial abuse -- than a wind turbine.  From Middle Road the proposed turbine will be slightly visible through substantial tree cover.  This proposed turbine is nearly 1,000 feet from Middle Road and this member believes that this turbine will not have a substantial impact on the roadside vistas.  The members also questioned whether this form of alternative energy is the best choice for seasonal use.  The applicant should consider an alternative siting that has less impact on the concerned abutter who attended the site visit.  The applicant will need to meet with the Zoning Board of Appeals and obtain a Special Permit before obtaining a building permit.
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
