Findings and recommendations:   The Committee has met three times and visited the site on 4/7/14.  The applicant will need to meet with the Board of Health and submit the plans to the NHESP for comment  before obtaining a Building Permit.  This is a very sensitive site that is in the Coastal District and NHESP jurisdiction.   Considerable care has been taken to mitigate the impact of this large house.  The Committee is deeply concerned with its potential impact.  The Committee is required to consider the visual impact of this house from public views, Menemsha, the north shore and from Lucas Shoal.  The architect stresses that mitigating factors have been taken into consideration—the overhanging porch roof will shelter light spillage from indoor sources.  Shades will be used after dark.  Dimmers and motion sensors will be utilized throughout the bedroom wings.  Other areas of concern are the impacts on wildlife habitat.  There is concern about the sensitive vegetation growing on this site.  The Conservation Commission will be exploring these details.  The cumulative effect of these concerns causes the Committee to unanimously agree the detriments of this project far outweigh its benefits.
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
