Findings and recommendations:   The Committee has met twice and visited the site on 4/7/14.  The applicant will need to meet with the Board of Health, Conservation Commission and ZBA before obtaining a Building Permit.  This is a very sensitive site.  The visual impact will be minimal to the Coastal District but, the proximity of the house and the disturbance in the shore zone may impact the stability of the coastal bank.  The desire for a full basement under the relocated house may cause fewer disturbances to the site than installing an underground mechanical room and bunker.  The ground disturbance within 100 feet of the top of the coastal bank is in the Conservation Commission’s jurisdiction.
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
