#3   To Raise and appropriate the sum of  $  20,000.00  To purchase a drone package to add extra life saving equipment for the town . We need more ways to be able to get life safety equipment quickly two swimmers in distress . With the drones we will be able to drop flotation devices so the person can hang on till rescuers are able to reach them .  We have a group of personnel that will be running the group ,one of the group member has FAA  certification for drones already others will take classes and get certification . Drones are being used more and more every year from everything from fire direction detection during brush fires, locating hazards , lost people the list goes on and on  ….. This will also be available to CPD if needed , This will be town property if needed for any town projects that aerial surveying would be helpful  .

# 4  To Raise and appropriate the sum of  9,000.00  to replace old and out of date turn out gear for the firefighters .

#5  To Raise and appropriate the sum of  $ 13,490.00 To replace the hoses on 122 any hose that is still viable we will repurpose through the other apparatus .

# 6 To Raise and appropriate the sum of  $10,000.00 , to purchase a jet ski for water rescue. Last  year we were hoping to use Edgartown’s jet ski for the season but never became available . We had two water incidents that luckily ended well,  I,m very nervous not having a jet ski to keep the waters  safe for visitors and towns people . Our goal is to make Chilmark the safest town in the Commonwealth .
